What do you need to do?
1. Make Your Chili

• Chili should be prepared prior to your arrival at CORT Furniture Warehouse

• We recommend that you prepare at least 2ð3 gallons of chili – this should provide a 2 oz. tasting serving to 
approximately 200 people.

ĄIf you think your chili is going to be very  popular, please prepare additional “reserves”

• You may bring more than one chili should you be lucky enough to have more than one great chili recipe.

• Other food items such as cornbread, cinnamon rolls, etc. are also welcome to be served with your chili.

2.  Bring Some Candy!

• In honor of Halloween we’ll be organizing a Trick or Treat Tour for the kids in the Kids Zone. To avoid being 
“tricked” be sure to bring some candy for the little monsters!

3.   Setup and Decorate Your Booth

• The warehouse will be open from 9:00am ð11:00am the day of the 

event for booth setup and decoration. 

ĄFor those of you with simpler booths, you may only need 1 hour.

• Each team is responsible for decorating their booth. Anything goes! Be creative! Use themes, costumes, colors and company 
logos. The most creative booth wins!

ĄThere is no wrong way to decorate your booth, but this is an excellent marketing opportunity.

• Please arrive at least one & half hours early to ensure the proper temperature of your chili.

• All setup must be complete by 11:00am.

• NO POP-UP TENTS ALLOWED.

4.  Have Fun While Serving Your Chili!

• The warehouse doors open at 11:30am sharp – so be ready to serve your first cup by that time!

• All booths must be occupied by at least one person from 11:30am-4:30pm..

5.   CLEAN UP!

• Each company is responsible for cleaning their own booth and removing all trash, chili, booth 
decorations, etc. 

ĄThere is no cleaning crew to help get the warehouse back in business, so please leave your area in the same 
condition you found it – clear of trash, chili spills, decorations, and leftovers.

• Teardown will begin at approximately 4:00pm

cleaning charge
